Lesson Purpose

The purpose of this lesson is for students to write equivalent fractions to add tenths and hundredths,
up to a sum of 1.

Prior to this lesson, students refreshed their understanding of equivalence. They used it to reason
about sums and differences of fractions whose denominators are different but are factors or multiples
of one another (2, 4, and 8, and 2, 3, and 6). This lesson extends that work to include fractions with
denominators of 10 and 100. Students revisit how to write equivalent fractions in tenths and
hundredths, and then use that understanding to add tenths and hundredths, up to a sum of 1.
