Lesson Purpose

The purpose of this lesson is for students to use an algorithm that uses partial quotients to find whole
number quotients and remainders with up to four-digit dividends and one-digit divisors. Students also
analyze some common errors when using an algorithm that uses partial quotients.

In this lesson, students deepen and apply what they learned about partial quotients to divide four-digit
numbers by single-digit divisors. They also deepen their understanding of an algorithm that uses
partial quotients—by noticing how the algorithm shows whether a division would result in a remainder,
and by analyzing missteps that are commonly made in an algorithm like it.
